Extra Log Hours

Directions: Projects and activities are a hands-on approach to learning about leadership.  Many of the projects you are going to be working on will require time outside of the regular school days.  Part of your leadership grade will be the amount of time you contribute outside of class.  Remember, the more time and work you put into your project, the greater the success of the project, activity or event.  Proof of log hours (picture, signature, email, etc.) is required for each log hour
You are required to complete a total of five extra log hours for first quarter.  Extra log hours will be worth 50 points.  For every absence (excused only) you may complete an additional hour to earn your daily participation points back.  You can also earn up to 25 points of extra credit (5 points per hour) by completing extra log hours in addition to those required for first quarter.
Examples of Extra Log Hours: Attending weekly officer meetings, setting up for a dance, setting up a lunchtime activity, helping with an assembly practice, additional freshman contacts (cannot be the six required for first quarter), etc.
Not Examples of Extra Log Hours: Attending a sporting event, attending a school activity, participating in a club, things that occur during the regular school day, etc.

If in doubt, ask.  Don’t assume something will count if it is not listed here.
